Publishing Center – Parent Instructions for Typed Story
Enclosed is the first typed copy of the story your child has chosen to publish.  Please review it with your child and indicate on the typed copy any corrections needed.  Do not rewrite the story!

Your child may illustrate any pages that do not require corrections.  It’s recommended that he or she use colored pencils rather than markers.  Photos, cut-out clip art, etc., should be glued to the page.

Remember to leave a 1” margin on the left when adding illustrations.  For small books, fold the pages in half so the illustrations don’t get cut off when the book is assembled and bound.

If corrections are needed, return the entire story in its yellow envelope, with all of its contents, to the class, to the attention of the typing parent (their name should be on the work order, which should be in the envelope).

You are welcome to include a photo of your child.  This will be pasted on the “About the Author” section, which goes on the outside of the back cover on the bound book.  If the photo is large, please make sure it will fit!  If you don’t provide a photo, a small class picture (from the teacher) will be used.

Once the story is correct and illustrated, return it in its yellow envelope, with all of its contents, to the class, to the attention of the editing parent.

Please be mindful of the ‘return by’ date.

Look for a bound book to come home at the end of the year!  Thanks for your help!
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
